Water Puppet Show - the puppets are made out of wood and then lacquered. The shows 
are performed in a waist-deep pool. A large rod supports the puppet under the water and 
is used by the puppeteers, who are mormally hidden behind a screen, to control them. 
Thus the puppets appear to be moving over the water. Today’s Vietnamese water 
puppetry is a unique variation on the ancient Asian puppet tradition.

Ba Dinh Square -It is the name of a famous square in Hanoi where president Ho Chi Minh 
read the Proclamation of Independence of the Democratic Republic of Vietnam. 

Ho Chi Minh Mausoleum AResidence - When Ho Chi Minh died, the granite Chi Minh 
Mausoleum was built here to display his embalmed body. It remains a major site of tourism 
and pilgrimage.

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Mount Fansipan - is the highest mountain in Vietnam and Indochina peninsula, located in 
the Hong Lien Son mountain range.
